               (Chico, CA) ABV: 4.8% $22 750ml Bottle  
        Blue Sunday is a blended barrel project to commemorate the brewery’s anniversary.  

             A custom blend of finished, barrel-aged beer never to be replicated. Blue Sunday 12 begins with an earthy nose, a surprisingly crisp body with tart,  
                   cherry-like notes and a malty sweetness in its finish. 

 
Goose Island Harvest 

(Chicago, IL) ABV: 5.7% $ 4 12oz. Bottle  
As summertime fades, the sun shines less bright, and evening comes a little sooner. Harvest time arrives – it’s a time to reap the benefits of a great summer,

Southern Tier Cherry Saison 
(Lakewood, NY) ABV: 8% $15 22oz. Bottle  

Cherry Saison is aged with French Oak staves, imparting overtones of spice and balancing the natural sweetness of the cherries. Enjoy it as a dessert beer, or tilt it 
back while sitting under a shady tree on a warm summer afternoon. 

 
Sierra Nevada Kellerweis Hefeweizen 

(Chico, CA) ABV: 4.8% $5 12 oz. Bottle  
Kellerweis is one of the only American Hefeweizens made using the traditional Bavarian style of open fermentation. This difficult and labor-intensive technique adds 

uncommon depth and flavor complexity. This hazy-golden hefeweizen is deeply flavorful, refreshing and perfect for a sunny day. To serve, pour two-thirds into a 
glass, swirl and pour the rest. 

 
Lost Abbey 10 Commandments 

(San Marcos, CA) ABV: 9% $24 750ml Bottle  
A new generation of Dark Farmhouse Belgian-Style Beer that had Brettanomyces (a special Belgian brewer’s yeast) added at bottling 

 
Southampton Double White 

(Southampton, NY) ABV: 6.8% $5 12oz. Bottle 
 A "double strength" version of classic Belgian-style "white" ale. A deceptively light ale spiced with Curacao Orange Peel and coriander seed. 

 
Lost Abbey Carnival 

(San Marcos, CA) ABV: 6.5% $18 750ml Bottle  
For centuries Venetians lightened the dark of winter with an elaborate upending of social order. In donning a disguise for Carnevale, for one night a pauper could 

become a prince, a learned man a fool, a proper lady a passionate lover...and no one would be the wiser. This beer is Lost Abbey’s  tribute to that grand celebration 
of the unexpected. A Saison-style blonde ale with American hops spiked with Brett and... well, thats all you really need to know. Now put on your mask, raise your 

glass, and toast to the magic of a winter’s night mystery. Le Carnevale!
